I.  General Overview
Prerequisite:  This course is intended for students who have no or little knowledge of German.

You are strongly encouraged to purchase a good German-English/English German dictionary.  Recommended dictionaries are the College editions of Langenscheidt or Harper Collins. A good online dictionary can be found at www.dict.cc
Objectives: You will start developing the four language skills—speaking, listening, reading, and writing—in German.  To do so, you will be introduced to frequently used vocabulary in thematic units, the correct pronunciation of German, and a number of grammatical aspects.  We will practice all fours skills within the context of everyday life and culture, so that you also familiarize yourself with the use of German in Germany, Austria, and Switzerland.  The most important objective of this introductory course is for you to become interested in learning more about German, the people who speak it, the countries where it is used, and the culture that resides within the language.

Approach: We will try to speak German in class from the beginning.  The objective is to cover seven chapters, or thematic units, each of which begins with new vocabulary.  Each theme has been coordinated with a specific function and the grammatical topics needed to perform that function.  You are strongly encouraged to get acquainted with other students in the class to talk German, review material for upcoming tests, etc.  I suggest you also watch some of the more than 150 German DVDs and videos available (many of which streaming) at the Trinity library.  Try to make German a part of your day.  Suggestion: switch your default browser to its German equivalent.  For instance: google.de 
Attendance: Regular attendance is expected.  By enrolling in this course, you commit yourself to participating in all class activities. If you have more than two unjustified absences, your grade will be lowered by 2% for each additional class missed.  In case of an emergency or illness, as well as official university excused absences, contact me as soon as possible to avoid falling behind.

Time Commitment: GRMN 101 is an intensive language course.  As a general rule, to be successful in this course you’ll need to spend AT LEAST 2.5 hours outside of class for each in-class hour.

COVID-19/Illness:
Our class will be in person.  In the event that you are unable to attend class due to illness, following written notification from the College, I will set up individual Zoom sessions to ensure that you stay on track.  I will also ask you to meet with the student mentor.  With more than four students unable to attend, class will switch to online. 

II.  Course Work
Tests/Final Exam: Most chapters will conclude with a test, with the exception of chapter 7. There will also be a short (10-15 min.) vocab quiz for several chapters. The final exam will test both achievement and proficiency.  In other words, you will be tested on both specific items learned in 101 (grammar, vocabulary, readings, etc.), and your general language ability.  The final exam date for this course is posted on Moodle.
Homework: Assignments will consist of readings, writing, audio recordings, and grammar exercises, all of which can be found on Moodle. You are responsible for completing all homework assignments on time.  All assignments are submitted at the end of each class period.  I don’t accept late homework unless as a result of an excused absence.   

III. Teaching Assistant/Tutoring Center
You are encouraged to work with the TA or Tutor on a regular basis. If you score a C or lower on a test, I will ask you to contact the TA or Tutor and go over the material covered.
